15.05.22 und die Erhebung dauert ab dann rund ein halbes Jahr. In dieser Zeit werden 

Erhebungsbeauftragte die Bewohner:innen an mehr als 1.700 Freiburger Adressen befragen. Der 

Zensus liefert verlässliche Bevölkerungszahlen für die Gemeinden, die Bundesländer und für 

Deutschland insgesamt. Er ermittelt auch weitere Daten, wie zum Beispiel Alter, Geschlecht oder 

Staatsbürgerschaft sowie Daten zur Wohn- und Wohnraumsituation in Deutschland. Solche 

Informationen sind ausgesprochen wichtig, da sie helfen, politische, wirtschaftliche und 

gesellschaftliche Entscheidungen zu treffen.

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Old English Language Course and Book Club 

Are you interested in the origins of the English language as you know it today? Have you always 

wanted to read texts like Beowulf in the original Old English language? The Old English Language 

Course and Book Club has got you covered!  

For the first few weeks, we will focus on the acquisition of Old English grammar and vocabulary, 

so that you have all the tools you need to translate an Old English text. We will start with little 

translation exercises and move on to small excerpts from original Old English texts. Finally 

(presumably at the beginning of 2022), the language course will transform into a sort of book 

club, where we each translate passages of Old English texts at home and then come together 

to discuss our various interpretations.  

While the course focuses on language acquisition, we will meet once a week. Once we move 

on to translations, we will meet a bit less frequently, so that you have enough time to work on 

the translations next to your regular coursework.

literature in the English language. From students to faculty, all are welcome to join. In 

January, the group will discuss Jenni Fagan's Luckenbooth (2018). 

The devil's daughter rows to Edinburgh in a coffin, to 

work as maid for the Minister of Culture, a man who 

lives a dual life. But the real reason she's there is to 

bear him and his barren wife a child, the 

consequences of which curse the tenement building 

that is their home for a hundred years. 

 

As we travel through the nine floors of the building 

and the next eight decades, the resident's lives 

entwine over the ages and in unpredictable ways. 

Along the way we encounter the city's most infamous 

Madam, a seance, a civil rights lawyer, a bone 

mermaid, a famous Beat poet, a notorious Edinburgh 

gang, a spy, the literati, artists, thinkers, strippers, the 

spirit world - until a cosmic agent finally exposes the 

true horror of the building's longest kept secret. 

No. 10 Luckenbooth Close hurtles the reader through 

personal and global history - eerily reflecting modern 

life today.
