GUEST LECTURE 

Puritans, Witchcraft, and Emotions 

On Tuesday, May 26, 2025, JProf. Dr. Maria 

Sulimma’s class on Colonial American 

Literature welcomed Katerina Steffen from 

the University of Hannover for a guest 

lecture titled "Ungoverned Emotions: ‘Like a 

City which Is Broken Down and Without 

Walls.’" Steffen is currently writing her 

dissertation on "Vulnerable Bodies: Emotions 

in New England Puritanism." She was a 

member of the DFG-funded research 

training group The Sentimental in Literature, 

Culture and Politics at FAU Erlangen-

Nürnberg and, since 2022, has been part of 

the DFG-funded network Voices & Agencies: America and the Atlantic, 1600–1865 at the 

University of Duisburg-Essen. In her talk, she introduced students to the foundations of 16th- 

and 17th-century European and New England witchcraft, explored the emotional and social 

dynamics of Puritan settlements, and provided fascinating insights into written reports from 

witchcraft trials. We learned from her that scholarship on the Puritans is not only exciting—

and at times even quite funny—but that we also share more with them than we might have 

thought.
