Cancellation of the Planned Winter Break

The Rectorate of the University of Freiburg informed students and staff that:

[flhe planned two-week winter break from January 1-21, 2023 was cancelled on October 5, 2022. The
winter break had been decided by the Rectorate in July 2022 as an extension of the Christmas break.
