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Arrivals and departures
• Arrival should be planned so that you can check in at 

your guest house in Stratford on Monday, 24th 
March between 15h and 16h.

• The official programme in Stratford starts on Monday 
evening at 18h.

• The last item on the official course programme is the 
visit to Hampton Court on Friday, 28th March (return 
to London ca 18h). The evening is free for personal 
arrangements. Accommodation at the hostel 
includes the night 28th to 29th March.

• Return trips can be booked for any time on Saturday, 
29th March, 2025.

• Registration is binding. You are liable to pay for the trip once 
you are registered. Payments can only be refunded if you find 
a replacement.

Preparation
• You are expected to read the Shakespeare plays beforehand. 

The introductory lectures in Stratford will not provide plot 
summaries.

• A reading course will precede the trip on 12th-14th March, 9-
13h, Zoom. Attendance in this course is required for those 
who are participating in the study trip for credit. It is voluntary 
(but highly recommended) for other participants.

• The reading course also counts as part of the PS Cultural 
Studies (SL) „Political Shakespeare / Commercial Shakespeare“ 
for BA students. The second part of this Proseminar will 
encompass two more block sessions in the summer term 
(Thursday afternoon).
