The goal of the lecture is to apply an intersectional analysis to Hollywood productions, whose most popular
frame is that of action and romance, to tease out the hidden structures of classism as well as potential strategies
of social empowerment.

Inhalte

This lecture investigates American film history through the lens of class matters. The dominant formula of
the rags to riches scenario is only one among many narrative frames by which mainstream film productions
visualize class divisions. The films to be discussed include Citizen Kane (1941), as it depicts the demise of
the rich, The Grapes of Wrath (1940), which raises compassion for the exploited class, but it will also offer
new readings of the blockbuster Avatar (2009), which introduces a classless tribal society that fights imperial
domination.

The United Kingdom will leave the European Union in March 2019. The run-up to this decision revealed social
and cultural rifts that have divided the 'united' kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland for some time.
“Brexit” is therefore a useful starting point to explore the major sociocultural currents which have shaped British
culture(s) and identities since the end of World War Il and the wider historical contexts from which they emerged.
In a framework defined by Cultural Studies and (Critical) Discourse Analysis we will explore four themes to
gain a deeper understanding of the sociocultural landscape of contemporary Britain:

1. “Great Britain” vs “Little England”: national and regional identities in the UK (with a focus on Wales)

2. The return of class (with a vengeance)

3. Postimperial Britain and imperial nostalgia

4. London: a multi-ethnic and multicultural global city

Inhalte

What are we reading when we read Beowulf? Is it, in J.R.R. Tolkien’s words — who provided a polemical
overview of the poem’s range of interpretations — “a half-baked native epic the development of which was killed
by Latin learning”, or perhaps “the confused product of a committee of muddle-headed and probably beer-
bemused Anglo-Saxons”? Is it “a wild folk-tale” or “a poem of an aristocratic and courtly tradition”? Perhaps “a
masterpiece of metrical art”? Critics seem to be certain in one respect only: “it is worth studying”.

Beowulf is arguably the greatest hero of Old English literature, and the poem named after him has become
the iconic heroic narrative from the Anglo-Saxon period. It features great warriors, just kings, celebrations in
mead halls, evil monsters, superhuman powers, and at the same time establishes a sense of past greatness
that has been lost. This course aims at introducing Beowulf from its historical and cultural contexts to its formal
arrangement, sources and analogues, as well as narrative design. We will read the complete text and focus
on selected key passages in greater detail.

Inhalte

It should not come as a surprise that the Middle Ages abound in dreams and visions. Unlike a modern audience
who is used to living in a culture with nearly unlimited access to distant, exotic places, a medieval audience
had to rely on actual, imaginative or divinely inspired travel narratives of others. These narratives do not only
present entertainment through their use of fantastic, supernatural elements but also provide information and
challenge beliefs and morals, particularly when those narratives feature religious content.

In this course we will take a look at the related Middle English genres of dream visions and visions of the
afterlife. We will analyse their topics, structure and narrative techniques and place them in their wider cultural
context, relying mainly on close reading and postclassical narratology.

Literatur

Texts that will be read include Geoffrey Chaucer’'s The Book of the Duchess (between 1368-1372) and The
House of Fame (1378-1380), the allegorical dream vision Pear! (late 14" century), and the vision of the afterlife
The Vision of Tundale (early 15" century) as well as short excerpts of other vision literature.

Inhalte

Has America heard the "Silent Spring?" This is the central question. The course will begin with a basic review
of the state of the understanding of environment/ecology in America and Britain, the present politics pertaining
to such and cover the the principal theories of environmental thought and ethics and the genesis thereof.

The course will be grounded in a historical perspective and approach to environmental thought and ethics,
starting with the thoughts of the natural scientists of the early modern period with the first concepts of nature
and environment and its classical origins as understood in the Anglo-American world, then followed by the first

and basic calls for the protection of nature in the period of the 19" century and early 20" century in the writings
of such as Ralph Waldo Emerson, David Thoreau, Walt Whitman, George Perkins Marsh, John Muir and Robert
Frost as well as others and the new civil organizations such as the Sierra Club and the Audubon Society for
wildlife protection that have formed the basic feeling for nature and the environment in the US and Britain. In the
first half of the 20" century a very basic change in the understanding of nature can be seen in the initiatives of
US and British Nature societies at an international level cumulating in the initiatives of the League of Nations to
put the environment in a global context by the attempt to bring about international agreements and regulations
to restrict pollution, such as to protect the world's oceans and "particularly valuable natural landscapes." This
historical perspective will allow and enable a deeper understanding of modern environmental ethics as have
come with and followed the great environmental turn sounded in by Rachel Carson's "Silent Spring" in the US
and Britain at the beginning of the 1960s. It was "Silent Spring" which brought the environment and its ethics
into the middle of western society. Which has in turn so influenced and shaped national politics and with it the
diversity in environmental understanding that in turn has been so fundamental for the process of international
environmental conventions and agreements. A comparative approach to the subject will enable the participants
to acquire a working insight into US/British environmental ethics and its practice in its global context.

The course will include the opportunity for text comparative analysis between German and English.

“There exists among us by ordinary — both North and South — a profound
conviction that the South is another land, sharply differentiated from the rest
of the American nation, and exhibiting within itself remarkable homogeneity.”
(W.J. Cash, The Mind of the South)

Written in 1940, Wilbur Cash’s quote bears as much truth today as it did then. Until this day, American
ideas and opinions about each region are separated by the Mason-Dixon-Line and feed on stereotypes and
prejudice. Even in American Studies programs around the globe, the Southern part of the United States is
often constructed as a surprisingly homogenous Other, characterized by backwardness, ignorance, pervasive
racism and general lack of culture — with exceptions such as Faulkner or Martin Luther King proving the rule.

This course will serve as an introductory course to the American South covering a vast region of geographical,

social, economic, political and cultural diversity. Focusing on the South in the late 20" and early 21% century, the
course will also look at historical developments as they inform the current situation. Together we will tackle both,
the low and the highs of a region’s difficult history and present in order to develop a differentiated understanding
of this ‘nation within a nation’.

m Two Regions Within — The Deep South vs. The Mountain South

The Politics of the South — Race, Class and Gender

The Sound of the South — Oral Traditions & Music

Reading the South — Of Women, Men, and God

The drama methods which are taught in this course move along a continuum from nonverbal communication to
improvisation in order to show how language and its four skills can be taught and learned through drama. The
integration of dramatic activities in the language classroom helps students lose their fear of speaking freely
and find a confident way of using their language.

The femme fatale—the seductive, dangerous, even downright evil, woman that brings about men’s downfall
to fulfill her own ends and desires at all costs—keeps haunting Western culture and capturing our collective
imagination. Her various iterations range from notorious biblical temptresses (Eve, Delilah, Salome) and the
archetypal “deadly woman” of noir and neo-noir, to recent onscreen appearances as in Gone Gir’s Amy Dunne
or the assassin “Villanelle” from the TV series Killing Eve. This course aims at exploring the complexities and
the legacy of this enduringly fascinating figure by looking at her origins and development over time with a
focus on film and television. Taking into account the specific cultural and sociopolitical contexts informing the
femme fatale incarnations in the selected texts, we will concentrate on questions of gender, sexuality, power,
and agency.

Students will become familiar with a range of contemporary conceptual approaches to the ‘problem of evil’ as
well as with representations of evil in the 20"- and 21% centuries.

Inhalte

Historically, the ‘problem of evil’ involved the (ostensibly) contradictory claims that, on the one hand, God is
benevolent, omnipotent, and omniscient, but, on the other hand, evil exists. In contemporary, largely secular
society, most people are not troubled anymore by the ‘problem of evil’ in this form, and many would probably
argue that the notion of ‘evil’, with its religious connotations, has become inadequate. Yet, inspired by Immanuel
Kant and Hannah Arendt (among other thinkers), contemporary philosophers and scholars maintain that
catastrophes of the twentieth century, and likely also some of the stories covered in today’s newspaper, need
to be understood as instances of ‘evil’ and that this concept, consequently, has to be reclaimed. Certainly,
while the religious conception of evil might increasingly have become outdated in the course of the twentieth

century, ‘evil’ never ceased to shock and disturb but also fascinate. 20"- and 21%-century American culture is
full of ‘evil’ figures such as murderers, serial killers, terrorists, war criminals, or racists. In this course, we will
study representations of evil in prose fiction, drama, film, and the visual arts, while we will engage with the
contemporary philosophical discussion of evil.

This course addresses the role of memory and trauma in fictional texts across a variety of cultural and national
contexts. We will start with classical theoretizations of memory and their relationships to Holocaust fiction.
Taking our cue from recent discussions in transnational memory studies (Rothberg 2013), we will then explore
narratives of commemorating atrocity in the Global South focussing specifically, but not exclusively, on Post-
Apartheid literature in South Africa. Over the course of the semester, we will investigate the role of gender, the
frictions and the intersections between the global and the national, the textual structure, the role of media and
visual culture in transmitting global memories of atrocity.

Inhalte

Our personality is defined by our physical and our psychological identity — it is a synergy of both. Neither the
corporeal, nor the mental part of our identity is purely of our own choosing. As a Cultural Studies truism goes,
our understanding of ourselves is shaped by media images, which in turn are determined by the hegemonic
value system that prevails in our society. The philosophy of mind has insisted that the two are distinct and
separable, but the mind—body dualism has been called into question by those who argue that the physical
states are really mental.

This seminar introduces students to the field of Body Studies to learn more about the historical, cultural, and
theoretical dimension of corporeality. We analyze a variety of films to determine the body politics projected and
promoted therein. When filmmakers turn the human body into a site of visual pleasure, their cinematography
turns bodies into spectacles enforcing unrealistic ideals. Hence, we will examine, for example, the spectacle
of the posthuman body through the film classic Terminator 2 (dir: James Cameron, 1991) and that of the gay
body through the recent production Call Me By Your Name (dir: Luca Guadagnino, 2017). The study of the
mind, usually in the purview of psychology or the neurosciences, rarely becomes a research object in Cultural
Studies. To rectify this, our seminar will devote one session to the mindfulness movement (MBSR), initiated
amongst others by the American professor Jon Kabat-Zinn, another session to the concept of self-compassion,
popularized by bestselling author Sharon Salzburg and lastly, we will interpret, for example, the comedy Eat,
Pray, Love (dir. Ryan Murphy, 2010).

The years 2016 to 2018 saw the release of several feature films about Britain in the Second World War, notably
Their Finest (2016), Churchill (2017), Darkest Hour (2017) and Dunkirk (2017). Reviews and public reception
have related these four films to Brexit Britain, claiming that they revisit the war with nostalgia and a gesture
of anti-Continental resistance. The film Hurricane (2018), by contrast, focuses on the Polish pilots who fought
with the Royal Air Force in the Battle of Britain; and it has been interpreted as a reaction to the anti-EU-
immigration discourse that was a major part of the pro-Brexit campaign. We will test such interpretations against
close analysis of the films, and will relate them to earlier films about Dunkirk and Churchill and the 'states of
feeling' (Raymond Williams) in which they were situated.

Inhalte

In a 2009 lecture devoted to a shift from an examination of the role played by performativity for gender towards
a more situative examination of agency and the lack thereof attached to gender norms, Judith Butler described
the central relevance of precarity for any understanding of the functioning of power through gender and other.
For Butler "precarity' designates that politically induced condition in which certain populations suffer from failing
social and economic networks of support and become differentially exposed to injury, violence, and death. Such
populations are at heightened risk of disease, poverty, starvation, displacement, and of exposure to violence
without protection. Precarity also characterizes that politically induced condition of maximized vulnerability and
exposure for populations exposed to arbitrary state violence and to other forms of aggression that are not
enacted by states and against which states do not offer adequate protection.” (p ii)

The emerging interdisciplinary field of Precarity Studies differentiates between two basic terms: precarity
and precariousness. Precarity names conditions that are marked by socioeconomic insecurity and a lack of
resources including social capital. As it describes the material and psycho-social consequence of neoliberal
capitalism, it also offers a critique thereof. Precarity Studies also aspires to reform these conditions. "Capitalism
invests in insecurity," Simon During writes and he considers precarity to be "a spiritual, ethical, cultural, and
literary force" that disrupts these inequities we have come to take for granted.

Precariousness on the other hand denotes a general human condition that is marked by vulnerability and social
interdependence, independent of the resources available to any individual. The goal of this seminar is to enable
a better understanding of these concepts and the realities they describe. To do so, we will bring these critical
terms to bear on the visual and performing arts. How do artists represent human and economic vulnerability?
What are the means by which they engage their audience? How, if so, do they make their invariably political
art aesthetically engaging? What narrative and aesthetic strategies are employed to bring this acute topic to
the stage, page or to the screen?

This interdisciplinary collaboration between Medienkulturwissenschaft and Amerikanistik will assess these
questions from different angles enabling the students to become acquainted with multiple perspectives on, and
approaches to, precarity, neoliberalism, capitalist realism and precariousness.

Seriality is a form of narration and the presentation of information in many media and genres that, in Britain,
appeared in the early modern period and is closely linked with the rise of public media and growing markets
of reception. The rise of complex television series on streaming providers, as well as attention to transmedial

relations and convergence culture has brought it renewed attention in the 21 century. Seriality is of course not
only a form for fictional, but also for factual narration, but it has contributed very much to the development of

the novel in the 19" century, among other fictional genres. As a form of presentation and reception, seriality is
very closely linked to historically changing publics, their concerns, technologies, economies and ideas.

In this class, we will work with theoretical approaches as well as examples from various genres, media and
technologies. We will discuss the impact of Victorian periodicals on literary production and the development of

popular culture, discuss examples of seriality in comics, television, and podcasts in the 20" and 21 centuries.
We will discuss what differences between the affordances of various media enable and disable in certain texts,
and what the core of a story is when it is remediated in various media over time. We will start out from theoretical
discussions of seriality and look at some famous examples together. Students are encouraged to research
primary material from various genres and eras to bring into the course for their presentations. We will focus
on, but are not exclusively restricted to, British examples or globalised adaptations of originally British serial
figures and plots. We will research together on the database on The Heroic in Victorian Periodicals.

Inhalte

The course consists of 90 minutes of lecture and 90 minutes of seminar time per week.

The lecture is designed as an introduction to the field of linguistics on the basis of the structure of modern
English. Theoretical concepts and approaches to the field provide the background for a structural description of
modern English and a comparison between German and English. This part ends with a midterm written exam
which counts 60% towards the final grade. After this encounter with language as a system, we will venture
into the area of language and its users (the geographic and social variability of English, English as a world
language) and language use in actual communication (discourse analysis and pragmatics).

The accompanying practical classes Doing Linguistics offer an opportunity to work with the concepts introduced
in the lectures and apply them to practical data. In addition to that students are exposed to research tools in
linguistics and have to conduct a small research project. You are expected to write a proposal, present your
research question and methodology and hand in a final essay with your results at the end of the term. This
essay counts 40% towards the final grade.

m  What are categories, and how have they been described historically?

= What is the nature of categories? For example, are they stable and clearly delimited from each other, or
rather flexible and with fuzzy boundaries?

m  What is the origin of categories? To what extent are they innate vs. acquired?

m Are the categories commonly applied in linguistics (e.g., categories referring to parts of speech like “noun”,

“verb”, “adjective”, or to layers of language description like “morphology”, “syntax”, “semantics”) cognitively
real? In other words, are they actually represented in the minds of language users, or should they rather

be seen as descriptively useful tools with no cognitive reality?

m How can psycholinguistic and neurolinguistic experiments provide insights into the mental representation
and the processing of categories?

m Are linguistic categories cross-linguistically valid, and how can they be compared? For example, do all
languages have adjectives and how can this be empirically investigated?

These and related questions will be explored from different theoretical perspectives, drawing on empirical
evidence from different areas of linguistics.

The date 1066 is the metonymic label for the political and cultural cesura caused by the Norman invasion of
England: for over 200 years English largely disappeared as a written language in general and as the language
of written poetry in particular.

We will explore these themes with reference to a wide range of materials (literature, speeches, film, television,
text corpora, statistics etc.). Please note that the course integrates 'Ubung' elements: We will analyse examples
together in class, and the examples will have to be prepared.

Inhalte

The United Kingdom will leave the European Union in March 2019. The run-up to this decision revealed social
and cultural rifts that have divided the 'united' kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland for some time.
“Brexit” is therefore a useful starting point to explore the major sociocultural currents which have shaped British
culture(s) and identities since the end of World War Il and the wider historical contexts from which they emerged.
In a framework defined by Cultural Studies and (Critical) Discourse Analysis we will explore four themes to
gain a deeper understanding of the sociocultural landscape of contemporary Britain:

1. “Great Britain” vs “Little England”: national and regional identities in the UK (with a focus on Wales)

2. The return of class (with a vengeance)

3. Postimperial Britain and imperial nostalgia

4. London: a multi-ethnic and multicultural global city

Inhalte

This seminar will introduce you to major linguistic contrasts between English and German. Even though English
and German belong to the same language family, i.e. the West Germanic language family, and are thus
typologically related, you know from your own experiences as learners of English and (most likely) speakers of
German that there are notable differences between the two languages. In systematic contrastive analyses, we
will take a closer look at these contrasts on different levels of linguistic analysis. We will deal with phonological
phenomena (e.g. differences in the phoneme inventories of the two languages, 'final devoicing') before we will
direct our attention to morphosyntactic phenomena (e.g. tense/aspect, word order). By comparing the structures
of the two languages, you will thus broaden your knowledge about the structure of each language. Armed with
this knowledge, we will discuss implications for foreign language teaching and translation in class. We will also
adopt a historical perspective on present-day differences to shed light on reasons for long-term changes in
the structures of the two languages, for example the well-known drift of English from a synthetic language to
a more analytic language.

Lernziele

You will extend your knowledge of language and discourse to a new field of communication, learning about key
linguistic and sociolinguistic characteristics of computer-mediated communication and about linguistic research
carried out on the new media. At the end of the term, you will review previous studies on a topic of your choice
or conduct your own small empirical research project.

Inhalte

This seminar explores language use and communication in the New Media, and methods of doing linguistic
research on the New Media.

We will look at computer-mediated communication (CMC) particularly in the context of more recent
developments such as the emergence of the participatory “Web 2.0” and various social network sites, but not
neglecting earlier modes of CMC either. We will identify key features of language use in various CMC contexts,
explore some social aspects of online communication, and learn about research conducted in the field. Focus is
particularly on sociolinguistic CMC research and the role of language in the identity construction of New Media
users. Other topics include, for instance, virtual communities, multilingualism, norms and norm breaches, and
the effects of the internet on language and society at large.

To gain an initial understanding of some very complex theories and to develop analytical / critical thinking skills.
Inhalte

Pragmatics deals with language in context. One of the principal goals of pragmatic theory is to answer the
question why language users invariably "mean" more than what they "literally" say and how hearers can
come to understand the specific meaning a speaker communicates in a particular context. Several important
strands in pragmatics can be traced to the works of philosophers, such as Grice, Austin and Searle. We will
address some of the key ideas of these thinkers, as well as essential points of criticism that have been raised
against their accounts from various perspectives. Topics to be discussed include the following: speech act
theory (a philosophical approach which views utterances as a means of carrying out actions), Grice's theory
of conversational implicatures (a philosophical approach which tries to bridge the gap between the context-
independent meaning of a sentence and the meaning conveyed by a speaker in a specific context), and
Conversation Analysis (an approach developed by sociologists and linguists, partly in response to speech act
theory).

Inhalte

This seminar will introduce you to varieties of English that have emerged in former British and American
colonies such as in India, Singapore and the Philippines. Even after decolonisation, the English language
plays an important role in these countries, very often as an official language that is spoken as a second
language. As the English language was transferred to a new context in the former colonies, it was (partly)
restructured by its speakers. In this seminar, we will analyse the structures of ESL varieties from a theoretical
and empirical perspective. We will look at important models in the field and feature catalogues of postcolonial
Englishes. Based on this, you will develop your own research projects and conduct a corpus-based study
on a morphosyntactic feature in a postcolonial variety of your choice and present your findings to class. The
findings of your corpus studies will help you to position ESL varieties more generally in the constant pull of
forces between adaptation and non-conformity, between cross-cultural intelligibility and the expression of local
identity, between external models and internal norms. Finally, we will search for reasons of convergence with
and divergence from other native and non-native varieties of English.

Inhalte

Adverbial clauses form a central part of the grammar of any language. These subordinate clauses specify
when, why, how, under which condition, against which expectation, etc. happens what is described in the main
clause. They are typically specified by lexical markers, notably adverbial subordinators like after, before, while,
because, if, although. In English, however, they are often left unspecified, as in adverbial participial clauses
such as Reading the novel, she felt increasingly uneasy. After a general introduction to the basic types and
properties of these clauses, the following sets of questions will be explored in this class:

1. What can be said about the semantics and pragmatics and, generally, the processing of adverbial clauses?
How do we arrive at their interpretation in a given piece of text or conversation, especially if they are not
lexically specified? What, for instance, is the role of modality or tense and aspect?

2. Which differences can be observed in their use in written vis-a-vis spoken discourse? How, for example,
are the relevant relations negotiated in face-to-face linguistic interaction?

3. What can be said about adverbial subordination in English from a comparative perspective, i.e. when
contrasting Standard British and American English with standard and non-standard varieties elsewhere in
the Anglophone world?

4. What can we learn about the evolution of adverbial subordinators (and connectives with a similar function)
from the look at present-day variation (a) among varieties of English, and (b) other languages.

There will be ample opportunity for working with authentic data in class and between classes.

Inhalte

Today, about 6500 languages are spoken in the world, and typology is the field of linguistics which studies the
structural diversity of these languages. Typologists explore and compare the structures that languages use to
express meanings, they classify languages into types depending on their structural properties, and they attempt
to describe and explain attested limits to cross-linguistic variation, so-called typological universals.

The first few meetings of this course will introduce you to typological thinking and practice. You will get to know
different ways of collecting data on languages or varieties you don’t know, and you will learn how to interpret
these data from a typological point of view on the basis of practical examples. With this background in mind, we
will then examine the typological profile of Standard English, with a special focus on morphology and syntax.
We will see that although many structural features of Standard English follow cross-linguistic majority patterns,
others are highly exceptional from a typological view. Finally, we will turn to (social and regional) non-standard
varieties of English and discuss why, in many cases, they follow cross-linguistically preferred patterns where
Standard English does not.

Inhalte

Linguistic determinism — the hypothesis that the structure of our languages shapes thought and culture — was
elaborated systematically by Wilhelm von Humboldt, Edward Sapir and Benjamin Lee Whorf, but has remained
controversial throughout its history. This is witnessed by a spate of recent publications such as Deutscher
(2010) and McWhorter (2014), which have reached audiences beyond professional linguistic circles. In this
seminar we will discuss the issue from a World Englishes perspective. Languages are disappearing fast while
English is ever more strongly entrenched as the default lingua franca in academia and discourse on the “grand
challenges” of global politics, such as human rights, sustainable development or climate change. Does reduced
multilingualism in these domains mean that we are imprisoned in English (Wierzbicka 2014), or is the global
language an appropriate vehicle for the expression of diverse cultural experience?

Lernziele

The objective of the course is an overview over linguistic diversity in North America. It introduces various
methods that can be used to analyze the connection between language usage and identity in situations where
linguistic choices reflect the construction of identity.

Inhalte

The connection between language and identity will be discussed on three levels: the construction of personal,
ethnic and national identity through language choices and also through language planning and education
policies. After a discussion of choice, maintenance and revival of heritage languages by immigrant groups and
native peoples, we will focus on variation within English itself. Canada will be the focus of studies assessing the
identification with and evaluation of linguistic choices that differ between Canada and the USA and the potential
of Canadian English as a marker of national identity. The topic of ethnic identity construction will be discussed
focusing on the USA, particularly in connection with African Americans and some immigrant ethnicities such
as the Irish and the Italians in urban communities. Identity is seen as fluid and hybrid, and language is one tool
in the process of identity construction in communication.

Inhalte

This seminar is framed in the field of interactional linguistics. Interactional linguistics focuses on linguistic
analyses of conversational phenomena and on the way in which different linguistic units are mobilized for the
implementation of specific actions in talk-in-interaction. The analysis will be based on spontaneous, videotaped
conversational exchanges. Previous knowledge of this methodology is not necessary for participation in this
class.

The focus will be on applying this methodology to the phenomenon of stance-taking, which is one of the most
common and pervasive phenomena present in everyday conversation. Stance “refers to the positioning of the
speaker towards some object - a thing, a person, an utterance, a situation, another stance - by judging it one
way or the other” (Selting/Couper-Kuhlen 2018). Knowing where we stand with respect to other interactants is
always relevant, therefore stance is always present in conversation. The aim of this class is to shed light on
how linguistic resources can be employed to display and make speaker stances interpretable.

It has been shown that “Stance-taking” — as its name suggests — also involves different bodily resources.
Research in Linguistics, however, has just recently started to take these into account. For this reason, one of
the topics to be discussed — and proposed for research in term papers — will be the interplay of verbal and
bodily resources while taking stances.
